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The chairman Mr. N. R. Venkadia summed up the lecture in a 
neat little speech of appreciation which also di5ck)^ed that experi­
ments carried out by Tata Iron & Steel Co. in both fresh and salt 
water on similar barges built of British and Tata's steel so convin­
cingly proved the ability of Indian steel to resist corrosion as much as 
British steel that the builders of the recently launched "JALAUSHA" 
at Scindia Steam Navigation Go's Shipbuilding yard at Vizagapatam 
finally accepted Tata's steel for its construction, steel which they 
had formerly believed would be rapidly corroded.
